Family Values

Canadian designer, Patricia Gray, for 30 years has been creating beautiful interiors for
their clients. In Vancouver, she has designed a house, with organically entwined
exquisite Art Deco luxury, modern design for family life.
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When a busy, professional couple was looking for help in decorating their new home,
they turned to Patricia Gray Inc. The clients, a physician and a lawyer, had long dreamed
of wanting their home to be a showcase for entertaining as well as a comfortable and
practical home for their two young daughters to grow up in a quiet residential area of
Vancouver.

Principal Patricia Gray started by dividing the home into public space (used for
entertaining), and private space (used for family). Gray looked to luxury, five-star hotel
for her inspiration for the entertaining space. “They wanted a home that was easy to
entertain in and organize spontaneous parties”, Gray explains, “right down to amenities
like catering service, a stocked bar, and fresh flowers”. Custom case and upholstery
pieces were designed by Patricia Gray to complement the airy space. Luxurious finishes
such as silk taffeta draperies, a hand blown Murano glass Giogali chandelier from Vistosi,
rich velvet upholstery fabrics, and mirrors which catch the reflections of the recessed
cove lighting in the gold leafed ceilings were used. A den next to this room was
furnished with comfortable leather chairs and ottomans, where you can retire, for
example for reading or talking face-to-face.

Interior design in the family room is more informal and uses more practical finishes. The
large screen TV-monitor is placed above the fireplace so it is visible from anywhere in
the room. The fireplace has a wrought-iron openwork lattice screen. A large ottoman
was used instead of a coffee table and was covered in a dark chocolate brown ‘faux’
ostrich to contrast with the white upholstered leather furniture. The ottoman is a place
where the daughters can use this for their craft projects and snacks as well as doubling
for watching TV and putting one’s feet up. The round dining table made of glass and
metal is surrounded by Phillipe Starck’s famous transparent Ghost chairs by, and an Ingo
Maurer lamp was hung over the table, which invites the family to participate and have
fun with writing notes and special comments. These notes are individually attached to
thin wires by clips. Family photos and original artwork finish off the space.

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Painted a delicate shade of pure summer sky fills the room with a pleasant and relaxing
atmosphere
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The Master bedroom was designed to be a luxury retreat for the parents. Painted a soft
blue, the shade of a summer sky creates a restful and relaxing ambience. Complimented
with bedside tables in walnut, white velvet draperies, walnut casegoods, and artwork by
Karen Lorena Parker. A vintage Louis XV style chair was given an update with silver paint
on the frame, white leather upholstery and nail heads adds to the perfectly blended
composition.
